relates, in such form and containing such information as the Exchange may from
time to time prescribe (irrespective of whether there has been any change in the
information provided in its previous monthly return). Such information includes,
among other things, the number as at the close of such period of equity securities,
debt securities and any other securitised instruments, as applicable, issued and which
may be issued pursuant to options, warrants, convertible securities or any other
agreements or arrangements.

Emergency share registration arrangement during a typhoon

Under the T+2 settlement system, securities trade ex-entitlement (an “ex-date”) for
two trading days prior to the advertised date on which a listed issuer’s transfer books
or register of members is to be closed (the “book-close date”) preceding a record
date; the 2 trading days prior to the book-close date being referred to in this rule (and
rule 17.80) as the first and second ex-date, respectively. A typhoon occurring on
either of the two ex-dates may affect the ability of the purchaser to effect registration
in time. Accordingly, in the event of a typhoon, the following arrangements will

apply:—
